| was busier then usua this year on logistics of the day, and did not have a chance to speak to the room regarding
the Foundation and their progress over the year. (Besides we had so many raffle tickets to get through!) | wanted to
share with you a story about one little boy from Vietnam who has touched the hearts of so many Canadians. Two
years ago an 8 year old boy was living in an orphanage in asmall village in Vietnam. His name is Son Pham. One
day the executive director of Children’s Bridge Foundation was in the orphanage delivering aid. This shy little boy
standing very quietly at the back of the room caught the eye of Kate Maden. He had alarge growth that covered half
of hisface, to the extent that his mouth and nose were pushed to the side of his face. It turned out this boy was
suffering from a massive vascular tumour that was growing fast and making both eating and breathing very difficult.
Kate knew she had to do something for thislittle boy.

Fast forward two years - the story picks up again with Son having treatments from Children’s Hospital in Boston,
and living in Canada the past year and a haf. Through the help of so many Canadians, money was raised to pay for
the expensive medical treatments required to shrink the tumour on Son’ s face so he will survive what was once
considered to be fatal. This story is magical in that through thislittle boy, 700 other children who also reside in the
orphanage have been the recipient of many donor dollars. Through the awareness that little Son has brought with him
to Canada and now to the United States, layers of usual red tape and bureaucracy usually associated with aid requests
have been expedited. Corporations large and small as well thousands of ordinary Canadians have rallied to help this
little boy. Sonisnow 10 years old, and enjoys living with his host family in Halifax. The outpouring of support,
concern and basic human compassion for this little boy with the life threatening facial tumour as well asfor the
remaining 700 children in the orphanage he calls home truly makes me proud to be Canadian!

While the proceeds of our curling day will benefit other programs the Foundation supports, | wanted to share with
you this one story, that | think demonstrates how, at first glace, seems to be the story of one little boy, but in fact is
actually about the plight of orphaned and abandoned children the world over. The Foundation has received
unprecedented media coverage this past year, which in turn has provided more dollars for more children who are
destined to live out their lives without the basic necessities of adequate food, education and medical attention. From
the bottom of our hearts, David, Katie, Zoe and | thank Chinguacousy Curling Club and supporters for once again
standing up to support these children.
