MORE NEWSBITERS . . . – cont’d
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Dave Stewart, Phil Stanley, Les Kovacs and a ringer from Dixie travelled to Huntsville and competed in the
Seniors Golf/Curling Bonspiel on October 17/18. A unique event whereby the overall winner is selected on team
scores in golf, curling and a curling skills competition. A 1st place finish in the skills competition, 2nd in the golf,
and 3rd in the curling resulted in the #1 overall position for the mostly Chinguacousy squad.

BY THE RULES . . .
Did you know that “ corner  sweeping”  can now be used?  It used to be that you had to sweep across the

complete face of the rock. The rule now states:
(6) (a) The sweeping/brushing motion shall be in a side to side direction but is not required to cover the entire
width of the stone.
(b) The sweeping/brushing motion shall not leave any debris in front of a delivered stone or stone set in motion.
(c) The final sweeping/brushing motion shall finish to either side of the delivered stone or stone set in motion.

Now, if we can remember fast enough, we can control the curl of the rock & also try to assist those “ lazy
handles” .

There are also new written Stick Delivery Rules:
1. The curler must initiate the delivery from the appropriate hack and then advance directly by walking or sliding
towards the skip’s broom. The delivery and release of a rock are intended to occur within a reasonable proximity
to the centre line. Any attempt to change the angle of the delivery/release will result in forfeiture of the delivered
rock.
2. The rock must be clearly released prior to reaching the near hog line.
3. The body and stick can cross the near hog line in a follow-through motion after the rock is released.
4. A stick or broom must be used to deliver all rocks.
5. No variation of the flat-footed slide delivery is appropriate.

CURL CANADA CLINICS – Juli Roslin
Our opening instructional clinic saw about 25 curlers take advantage of getting a jump start to the season. With

the expertise of our “Prez” , Les Kovacs, with Agnes McNally, Laura McIntyre & Xandra Busche the novice
curlers were given the basic techniques of the game. The Intermediates were lead by Juli Roslin, John Earl & Don
Smith who gave them a critique of their present sweeping & delivery as well as some strategy tips. These
instructors volunteer their time to help improve the level of play in our club. Our thanks go to their dedication.

We have many qualified instructors in our club who would be willing to help any curler on a one-to-one basis.
Please contact myself & I will arrange for someone to come out to help you. Sometimes it is helpful to have an
onlooker observe your delivery to help you, for example, be more accurate on the broom or get more power for
those take-outs. Or, perhaps you would like to come out as a team. Sometimes in a review clinic, I have brought
my camera & videotaped a curler’s delivery. We have found this a useful tool to “envision”  what our delivery
(should?) looks like. We encourage you to take advantage of the expertise in our club.
