Thoughts on Recapturing ‘ Feel’
First off, don't be too hard on yourself when your 'feel’ deserts you. It happensto everyone. Y ou just have to
reaize that your curling delivery will, to some degree, vary from day to day, week to week. That's what
makes curling the great game it is. What you need is an emergency 'checklist', so that when things do start to
go sour, you can quickly go about getting back on track. Here are afew ideas.
- Start with your fundamentals: check your line, grip on the handle, and your alignment to the broom.
Any problems there will affect your delivery.
Make the most of your past experience: what did you work on the last time you lost your feel? Fall
back on that knowledge. Check for signs of any old faults, too. Often without realizing it, old habits
have a tendency to come back to haunt you.
Take your mind off throwing the rock and the result, and think more in terms of making a clean
delivery. Feel therock in your hand, clean release, and your rhythm and balance.
Force yourself to play shots within your grasp. Start with the simpler shotsto get your feel back and
not put your team into a hole.
Once you've recaptured your ‘fedl’, remember to write down your most successful feel-keys when you are
playing well. Then you can refer back to them the next time your game is off.
